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THE COLLEGE’S MISSION

· Within the Felixton Village, 8 kilometres south of Empangeni.  There is an electrified fence and checkpoint security. We have rugby fields, hockey fields, a golf course, a swimming pool, tennis courts, basketball and squash courts.
THE COLLEGE'S STRUCTURE

· The College is a full member of the Independent Schools Association of Southern Africa.

· The College is administered by an elected Council of 14 members. 

· The College is divided into the following phases. Foundation (Grade RRR-3), Intermediate (Grade 4-7), G.E.T. (Grade 8-10), F.E.T. (Grade 11-12).  Grade R, RR and RRR is in a separate facility. Each phase is headed by a Phase Co-ordinator, and they serve on the Senior Management Team with the Deputy Head (Academic), Deputy Head (Student Affairs) and the Headmaster.
THE COLLEGE'S PROGRAMME

· The College offers a comprehensive extra-mural programme of sporting and cultural activities.

· The College holds a bi-annual 'Festival of the Arts' which promotes all of the Arts, participates in the Mondi Eisteddfod, and undertakes occasional cultural and sporting tours to various parts of SA.

· The College promotes, coaches and fields teams in the following sports: Cricket (co-ed), Swimming (co-ed), Netball, Rugby, Hockey (co-ed), Cross-country (co-ed), Soccer (co-ed), Squash, Tennis and Golf. 
· All Grades from 1 to 11 go on a camp once a year and on various outings.  The Grade 11 pupils attend an informative “Careers Week”.
THE COLLEGE'S ACADEMICS

· The following subjects are offered to Grades 8-9:  English, Afrikaans/Zulu, Mathematics, Life Orientation, Human Social Sciences, Natural Sciences, Arts and Culture, Economic and Management Science, Design and Technology.

Grade 10 – 12 are offered English, Afrikaans/Zulu, Mathematics/Mathematical Literacy, Geography, Physical Science, Life Sciences, Visual Art, Computer Studies (Computer Application Technology/Information Technology), Accounting, Geography, History, Dramatic Art.

· The High School writes the Independent Examination Board examinations in Grade 9 and 12.
